Instructions for filling the comorbidity recording sheet
1. Refer to the study protocol for the assessment to be used as a basis (ideally, a comprehensive H&P at the time of enrollment).
2. Extract all the comorbidity elements you can identify and note them in the recording sheet. Place them in the category you estimate the most appropriate. Do not be afraid to be comprehensive, the rater will sort out the relevant diseases and modify the category if needed. 
3. Include also past surgeries and diseases and smoking history, as well as functional problems such as incontinence or constipation.
4. If you think a dysfunction is related to the tumor or its treatment (e.g. tumor- or chemo-induced pancytopenia), specify it by placing TR after the diagnosis.
5. Include the medications in the bottom list. Specify as much as possible for the various diseases the medication schedules, since it may be used to rate the severity of the disease (e.g., an arthritis or constipation treated with prn meds vs continuous meds, diabetes treated by regime or oral antidiabetics, hypertension needing 1 or 2 meds).

6. Include baseline laboratory values in your assessment of comorbidity , if not already done in the H&P.
